Formation of the Grange Park Community & Sports Assocaition 

This year we have seen the formation of a management association which was legally formed on the 3rd March  2011 by the signing of the trust deed and as a registered charity on the 1st April 2011.  Eight trustees have been appointed and they meet once a month to discuss any issues relating to the Community Centre, Foxfields Pavilion, MUGA and Bowling Green.

Foxfields Pavilion

Grange Park Parish Council are very proud and pleased to announce that the Sports and Recreation building at Foxfields Country Park has now been open since September 2010 .  The facilities include a meeting room, a sizeable education room with up to date audio visual equipment and adjoining Kitchen servery; four changing rooms and two officials changing rooms-all with shower facilities; an office and a treatment room. There are also some football pitches which will be available for hire at the beginning of the season in September 2011.  

There is also a cricket table which includes an artificial wicket. The season has just started and Grange Park Cricket Club will be hosting home matches on a regular basis.

Community Activities 
Once again this year the Parish Council organised a Community Firework Display which was well attended and appreciated by the majority of residents within the Community.  Estimated attendance 1500.
Grand – Opening of the Pavilion took place on 5th September which included a Pet Show, Bouncy Castle, Football Penalty Shout Out, Cricket practice, Scout Band and various stalls from the WI, Allotments and Parish Council and once again a successful event.  
During the school holidays the Parish Council arranged with South Northamptonshire District Council the use of a skateboard ramp and climbing wall every Wednesday evening from 4.30 – 6.30pm.  The Parish Council also organised Children mini tournaments/coaching sessions in April at Grange Park Muga.

The Parish Council have appointed a Solicitor from Hewiston’s to lead and manage us through this process. Formation, consultation and implementation will happen during 2010/11.
